· Consists of one or more tribunals

· Able to veto laws passed by the Executive branch

· Use force against states that did not fulfill their duties

· Able to make their own acts
2 houses of government
· First house, consisted of members chosen by the public for a 3 year term

· Second house, composed of elder leaders elected by the state legislatures for a 7 year term

· Both houses have the right to create acts
