Virginia Plan
-Opposed to weak national government under the Articles of Confederation

-Centralized


- relatively balanced
- representation in Senate based upon population


- as opposed to one vote per state
-Against slavery

-Two Branches (essentially three)
- Senate

-Two levels (National / State)



-National Legislature has two branches and can veto the state legislature



-the first branch is elected by the 13 states and has the power to elect members of the second branch




-the second branch is nominated by the state legislature and has the power to elect the executive and establish an inferior court if they believe that the Supreme courts have too much power


-State legislature is elected by the 13 states and nominates the second branch
-Council of Revision

- National Executive



-elected by second branch of senate for one year



-power to veto all of Senate

- Supreme Court


- higher courts appointed for life



- lower courts used by Senate to appeal veto
