Background & 
Color Choices 

Exceptionally attractive, 
consistent across the pages; 
adds to the theme or purpose 
of the site, and does not 
detract from its readability.  
Colors of background, fonts, 
unvisited and visited links 
form a pleasing color scheme, 
do not detract from the 
content, and are consistent 
across the pages. 
 

Background is attractive, 
consistent across the pages, 
adds to the theme or purpose 
of the site, and does not 
detract from its readability.

Content Accuracy All information provided by 
the student on the web site is 
accurate and all the 
requirements of the 
assignment have been met.

Can’t answer most questions 
about the content and the 
procedures used to make the 
web site. 

 

Fair Use 
Guidelines 

Fair use guidelines concerning 
citations/copy write rules are 
followed with proper use of 
citations throughout the web 
site. 

Fair use guidelines concerning 
citations/copy write rules are 
frequently followed and most 
non-original material uses 
proper citation rules. 

Sometimes fair use guidelines 
are followed and some non-
original material uses proper 
citations. 

Fair use guidelines are not 
followed in most cases.  Non-
original material is improperly 
cited.
