Political History:
Multi-Party System

   -multiple political parties in one legislative body

   -ex. British Parliament

Fascism

   -a system of government based upon ultra-nationalism

   -ex. Mussolini’s Italy

Totalitarianism

   -control of every aspect of life in a country by one person, such as in a dictatorship

   -ex. Hitler’s Germany

Cold War

   -a conflict between the USA and the USSR (and the allies of these countries) occurring post-War and leading through the fall of the Soviet Union

   -not directly violent—hence the name Cold War

   -arms race, space race, Vietnam War, etc.

Nationalism

   -A feeling of pride in once country, coupled with allegiance to it

   -ex. German nationalism, as encouraged by Herder, etc.

White Man’s Burden

   -Concept (verbalized by Rudyard Kipling) that it was the duty of the civilized white Europeans to control and civilize other less developed, “savage” cultures.

   -used as a justification for imperialism

   -ex. British control of Africa, India

Centralization of authority

   -a strategy in which control over a land is taken by one person or group centered in one area

   -ex. the unification of Germany

Westernizing Leaders

   -Leaders of countries that attempted to assimilate their country to western technology and culture, in order to be able to compete in the world market

   -ex. Meiji Japan, Peter the Great

Creation of UN

   -After WWII, a body was created (similar to the League of Nations, but more effective) in order to establish a balance of power throughout the world

  -ex. Against US invasion of Iraq

UN Peace Keepers

   -units of forced deployed by the UN, keeping peace in hostile nations or areas

   -ex. Kosovo, Korea, etc.

International Cooperation

   -Cooperation between the nations of the world in order to maintain peace and balance of power

   -creation of UN, Geneva Accords, etc.

Imperialism

   -control of a weaker land by a stronger land for economic or strategic reasons

   -ex. British empire
Cultural:
Traditional society

   -conservative society, not modernized to compete with the rest of the world

   -ex. Tokugowa Shogunate-era Japan
Other:

Human rights

   -a series of social movements demanding certain basic rights for all people

   -ex. the ANC- African National Congress

Primary source

   -a first hand document concerning a particular event or time

   -ex. Mein Kampf

Secondary Source

   -a document with information about an event that is not first-hand

   -ex. encyclopedia
