· Africa
· Mansa Musa:

· Muslim ruler of Mali (1312-1332)

· Timbuktu – center for Islamic learning and wealth

· Middle Passage:

· Middle leg of Trans-Atlantic “Triangle Trade”

· Africa ( Americas (slaves)

· Brutal slave ships – many died on the way

· European imperialism (in Africa)

· “White Man’s Burden” – social ‘duty’ to help ignorant black savages
· Aiding spread of capitalism (more USA)

· Conflict between countries: Britain, France, Germany, Italy

· Partial cause of WW1

· Berlin Conference

· Nationalism & self-determination in post WW2 (1950’s & 1960’s)
· European powers couldn’t maintain large colonial empires

· Pan-Africanism – promoting African unity

· Africans sent overseas saw freedom

· Atlantic Charter – self-determination ( U.N. Charter – promoted human rights

· Revolts:

· Led by educated elite who studied in Europe and America

· Ex. Gold Coast (Ghana) – Kwame Nkrumah

· Many coups d’etat (even of new African governments)

· Mau Mau Revolt

· 1950’s terrorist group against white farmers

· Most members from one tribal group, Kikuyu

· Leader Jomo Kenyatta (denied)

· 1961 – majority rule by black Kenyans

· 1963 – Kenya gains independence; Kenyatta is first President

· Present-day ethnic rivalries:

· Nationalism has exaggerated old rivalries
· Now between countries as well as smaller groups
· South Africa

· Apartheid – total racial separation

· Couldn’t hold land outside reservation, other extreme forms of segregation

· Desmond Tutu (Episcopalian bishop) – received Nobel Peace Prize 1984
· First black South African to hold office of Dean of St. Mary’s Cahtedral in Johannesburg

· Leading member of anti-apartheid, part of ANC

· Post-apartheid economics
· Very unequal income distribution

· Unequal land distribution – 13% of land for 75% of people

· RPD (Reconstruction and Development Program) – planned to  provide clean water to millions of people,  build millions of homes, redistribute much land, etc.
